All tithe transcriptions have to be edited and checked before going onto LANCAT and this sometime enables us to spot interesting things.

   This photograph shows part of the Goosnargh Map (DRB 1/86) - fields 613-617 & 619 are the ones that caused amusement for 613 & 614 are named as ‘Hornby Castle & Pit’ whilst 615, 617 & 619 have ‘Castle’ in their names. 
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N.B. Walmsley Bridge Lane runs along the top and Winn House lies off the map to the south.
The real Hornby Castle lies north of Lancaster and there is no known link between the two townships. 

    However, the schedule shows the fields were owned by one Thomas Butler Cole who is described in the Victoria County History as ‘an eccentric man, died in 1864’. Whether the reference is actually to Hornby the place or to the prosperous Hornby family is unknown.
